DOUG DUFFY 
"THE ART OF LAPIDARY"

Mineral Stewardship by Access. Gosh! that has a nice ring to it Frank.

     We have a new mineral to add to the Arizona 
mineral list. It is szenicsite. It is a copper 
molybdate hydroxide, Cu3(MoO4)(OH)4, and was 
described in 1997. Before now, it was only found 
at one place in the world; the Jardinera No. 1 
mine near Inca de Oro, Atacama, Chile. It is 
found there in an oxidized copper-molybdenum 
deposit in granite. 
 
In Arizona, we have many oxidized copper-
molybdenum deposits in granite, and ever since 
the mineral was described I was sure it would be 
found in Arizona. We have several localities in 
Arizona for lindgrenite, another copper molybdate 
hydroxide, Cu3(MoO4)2(OH)2, and it occurs with 
the szenicsite in Chile. There must be some 
change in the conditions where the minerals form 
to get either lindgrenite or szenicsite. Since 1997, 
I have sent a number of specimens that I thought 
might be szenicsite to be identified and none 
were. They turned out to be malachite, lindgrenite 
or brochantite. 
 

 
 

 

The world’s second occurrence of szenicsite 
and the first for Arizona is the Carlota mine 
which is located in Pinto Valley, Gila County, 
between Superior and Globe. They have 
started mining again there very recently. We 
used to go to collect malachite off the dumps 
at the old workings. The first mineral 
specimens to come from the new mining were 
some very good crystallized azurite 
specimens that Evan Jones was selling. He 
had quite a few specimens in Tucson from 
Carlota. Some of the azurite had malachite 
with it. He also had some powellite that 
occurred as light yellow to yellow-green 
crystals up to 3 mm with the azurite. Powellite 
is a calcium molybdate and found with the 
Szenicsite in Chile.  
 
A careful examination of these azurite 
specimens showed two additional minerals. 
One is light blue coatings and druses, and it 
is prosopite. The other mineral occurs as 
small patches, up to two or three mm, of a 
dark green to yellow green mineral, 
szenicsite. Bob Jenkins using equipment at 
the University of Arizona identified the 
szenicsite. 
 
Terry Szenics who collected the original 
szenicsite is a friend. Some years ago he had 
a great interest in Ed Over and Over’s 
collecting wulfenite at the Red Cloud mine. 
Terry published a story Ed Over at the Red 
Cloud in the Mineralogical Record, v. 6, p. 
176 – 179. Terry came to Arizona and spent a 
month at the Red Cloud, but unfortunately he 
did not find the big wulfenite pocket. He did 
write, “Wulfenite is Love” on an old wooden 
shack at the Red Cloud. Later when Dave 
Shannon used “Wulfenite is Love” in one of 
his ads, he got a letter from Terry about using 
Terry’s slogan. 
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EDITOR’S NOTES… 
 
THERE IS A TRAVEL WARNING FOR THOSE 
HEADED TO MEXICO. 
 
The U.S. Consulate in Nogales, Sonora, says it 
has unconfirmed reports of drivers south of the 
border being stopped at unofficial checkpoints 
and has issued an alert to American travelers of 
possible fake, unauthorized checkpoints on the 
Rocky Point route on Highway 8 between the 
border and Puerto Peñasco, (commonly known 
as Rocky Point). Although there is actually no 
confirmation about unofficial checkpoints on 
Highway 8, there certainly have been fake 
checkpoints on most major Mexican highways.  
 
There are unconfirmed reports from people who 
have passed through one of these checkpoints, 
that the people who are operating them have 
simply requested identification & then let travelers 
on their way. Travelers are being advised to limit 
travel to major roads during daylight and to 
cooperate if they do come across an unofficial 
checkpoint - according to officials, some motorists 
who didn't stop were shot at and killed. These 
checkpoints have been set up by unknown 
persons at night. U.S. Consulate Nogales 
strongly advises any traveler who must take this 
route do so during daylight hours; and if you feel 
like you've encountered one of these checkpoints, 
the consulate is asking that you report it so they 
can get information to provide to other travelers. 
 
The warning offers tips for travelers who are 
stopped at an unofficial checkpoint: 
 
1. Do not resist. Cooperate immediately and fully.  
 
2. Stay calm, put up your hands, and comply with 
demands.  
 
3. If you have a child in the car, immediately alert 
the checkpoint operators of the child's presence.

Verde River Rockhounds send you a warm invitation to the June Field Trip to Ash Fork in 
northern Arizona. We will be collecting Mayer Onyx at a stone yard. Several years ago the 
well known quarry at Mayer was sold to an Ash Fork company. They quarry the onyx in 10 
foot cubes and transport  it to Ash Fork where it is sliced and diced to make high quality and  
 expensive kitchen and bathroom fittings. A significant amount of the material ends up as 
rejects, usually due to faults and cracks. We will be collecting among the rejects. There is a 
fee: 13 cents per pound: a 20 pound chunk will cost you $2.60, a quarter of a ton is just $65.  
 Payment MUST be in cash, no checks, no credit cards. Mayer onyx has amazing patterns 
and cuts and shapes easily. 
 
Ask Fork sits astride the I-40, 53 miles west of Flagstaff, 96 miles east of Kingman and 50 
miles north of Prescott on Hwy 89. Please note that this trip is on a Friday: the stoneyard is 
closed at weekends.  
 
We will meet at the gas station at exit 144 and leave there at 10:00am. While at the gas 
station check out the counter tops inside: they are made from high quality Mayer Onyx.  
 
From where we park, it is 5 yards to the material. You need a bucket, and although most 
material may just be picked up on the surface, you may wish to bring hammers and chisels to 
break up the bigger chunks. This stoneyard has numerous other types of rock, some rejects 
and some finished pieces: you may collect these also, but the price per pound may vary. We 
will probably be at the site for about two to three hours. Afterwards, if you are interested, 
members of the Verde River Rockhounds will lead you to abandoned flagstone quarries 
nearby. There you can collect free from a huge variety of already cut pieces and slabs. 
 
A word of warning: it may be very hot. Ask Fork is at 5,200ft, but in June it can sizzle. Bring 
lots of water, sunscreen and a hat. If you plan to come please call Richard Casmier
